General Information for applicants

1. Any student enrolled at Tarleton State University may apply for an International Education Travel Assistance to participate in international exchange and Study Abroad Programs through the Office of International Academic Programs.

2. The travel funds will be awarded on a competitive basis and based upon the following criteria:

· Academic record (minimum 2.5 GPA for undergraduates and 3.0 for graduates)

· Service proposal which describes recipient’s plans for school or community service

· Letter of recommendation from your faculty leader.

· Orientation

· Language Proficiency Report (if needed)

3. Travel assistance funds normally are given to qualified applicants in minimum amounts of $200.00 and up. 

4. Recipients will be selected by the International Education Committee, students, faculty members, and administrators at Tarleton State University who compose the committee’s membership.

5. The Office of International Academic Programs (IAP) will begin the orientation program process as soon as a letter of recommendation has been received and the faculty leader schedules the proceedings.

Procedures and Guidelines

1. A complete application must be submitted to the Office of International Academic Programs by the published deadline, Room 123, Tarleton Center.

2. Recipients of travel assistance will be asked to sign the “Travel Assistance Acceptance” form indicating that they will use the funds to participate in the Tarleton Study Abroad Program.

3. Recipients will be required to submit a written report in which they describe their international experience.  They may also be asked to make verbal presentations to classes, clubs, and organizations on campus and/or in the Stephenville community upon their return.
