Refer to such items as educational achievements, intellectual and personal interests, and career goals.

· Letter of Recommendation:  One letter of recommendation must be submitted to the Office of International Education with the accompanying form provided in this packet.  Referees should preferably be Tarleton State University faculty.
· Language Proficiency Report:  If the language of instruction for program you are planning to attend is not English you must submit the Language Proficiency Report.

· Course List:  Please attach a list of courses you would like to take during your exchange and indicate whether you would take these courses on a graduate or undergraduate level.  (List alternates as well.)

· Official Transcripts:  You should request official transcripts from the registrar of each college or university you have attended.
